EXPRESSING FUTURE

1. Future simple (will)

a) prediction of a future fact /tulevikus kindlasti toimuvast sündmusest/tegevusest rääkides/:

One day everybody will die.

b) intention or willingness /kavatsus või tahe(otsus)/lubadus
You look tired, I’ll cook dinner tonight.

I will come with you at the weekend, whatever your parents say!

2. Future perfect (will/won’t+past participle)

a) predictions about actions to be completed by a particular time in the future /kindlaks ajaks lõpetatavatest tegevustest rääkides/:
He will have had the operation by May and should be a lot fitter then.

We will have lived/will have been living in this house for 20 years in April.

3. Shall – in questions to ask for instruction, offer, to make suggestions /juhiste, abi või nõuande küsimine/:
What time shall we come round?

Shall I make some tea?

4. Going to – a) intentions/actions that have already been decided on /eelnevalt kavandatud/otsustatud tegevuste puhul/:

 

They are going to get married next summer.

b) prediction based on present/visible evidence /praegusel seisundil või olukorral tuginev ennustus/oletus:
Look at those clouds! It’s going to rain soon.

5. The Present Continuous -- personal arrangements (usually to describe an event which has already been arranged by the time of speaking) /inimese enda või teiste isikutega seotud kavandatavad /ette valmistatud/ tegevused.

We are seeing a musical at the theatre next week. (=We’ve got the tickets.)

I’m meeting Pam for lunch tomorrow. (= We agreed about it a few days ago.)
6. The Present Simple – to express future events based on a timetable or calendar /sõiduplaani, ajakava, kalenderplaani alusel toimuvad sündmused/:
The earliest bus for Tallinn leaves at 5.30 a.m.

The tour departs on October 11th for 15 days and costs £495.

7. The Future Continuous – an activity in progress at a specific time in the future /mingil kindlal ajahetkel tulevikus käimas olev tegevus/:
This time tomorrow I will be flying to Spain.
