Specific spects of the use of some Modal Verbs
1. Can / could/ be able to

Could: -
to denote possession/ability in the past

· Mozart could play the the piano at the age of five.

· In questions and sentences with limitind adverbs (e.g., only, hardly)

· Could you fix the computer yourself? No, I could only back up the files.

· in the meaning ’perhaps’,’maybe’ or ’probably’
· The rash could be a sumptom of something more serious.
Couldn’t have + past participle + comparative adjective – to emphasize a past action(/feeling)
